The first Banks were the General Bank of India, Which started in 1786,
and Bank of Hindustan, Which started in 1790, both are now defunet. The
oldest bank of in existence in India is the State Bank of India.Which
originated in the Bank of Calcutta in June 1806, Which almost immediately
became the Bank of Bengal. This was one of the three presidency banks,
the other two being the Bank of Bombay and the Bank of Madras, all
three of which were established under charters from the British East
India Company, for many years the presidency banks acted as quasi-central
banks, as did their successors.The three banks merged in 1921 to form
the Imperial Bank of India, Which upon India’s independence, become
the State Bank of India.

Banks are the most significant players in the Indian financial market.
They are the biggest purveyors of credit and they also attract most of the
saving from the population. Dominated by public sector, the banking
industry has so far acted as an efficient partner in the growth and the
development of the country.


