Human rights are those rights which are fundamental for living and for
normal human existence. They are based on the concept that every man
and woman, irrespective of caste, creed, colour, race and nationality is
born with certain fundamental rights such as, right to live, speech, freedom,
justice, etc. These rights are, therefore, enshrined in the constitution of the
countries. In order to that these basic rights are maintained and adhered to
by the nations of the world; United Nations Organisation adopted a Charter
of human rights soon after its formation.
